Sponsor Group Ride:          Once a month    

Join other Horse Sponsors for a leisurely ride on the trail or in an arena, led by a Hearts riding 

instructor.  Allow the stress of a busy day to fall away while you and your horse enjoy our ocean 

view property. Sponsor rides will be held monthly, weather permitting.  Dates and times will be 

confirmed by email. 

Rest and Relaxation:   Sundays   12:00-2:00 PM 

Come to Hearts on Sunday afternoons to bask in the serenity of our ocean-view facility.  Enjoy 

your lunch in our rose garden.  You may groom, bathe, or give special attention to your horse.
